Dear Key Appointment Holders and EA Personnel

On 2 Oct 2021, the government announced that border measures for travellers from higher-risk
countries/ regions will be revised. This will take effect from 6 Oct 2021, 2359 hours.

Under the revised guidelines, from 6 Oct, 2359 hours, migrant domestic workers will only be required
to complete 10 days of their SHN at dedicated SHN facilities. They will undergo COVID-19 PCR and
serology tests-on arrival, PCR test on Day 10 of their arrival, and ART self-administered tests on Days
3 and 7 of their arrival. They will be allowed to end their SHN if they have a negative result for their
PCR test on Day 10 of their arrival. Please refer below for a summary.

Border Measure

Pre-Departure PCR test within 48 hours
On-Arrival PCR and Serology Test
10-day SHN at dedicated SHN facility
Day 3, 7 ART self-swab test

Day 10 PCR exit test
